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Table Photos of selected Drayton hedges

This summarizes 8 pages with 16 annotated photographs.
In value order:

1: value 0 (photo 24) Boundary 123, on the parish boundary with Abingdon, is reduced to a low grassy bank.

2: value 1 (photo 28) hedge 220, a fence crossed by FP 12, is one of many in the far south.

3: value 1 (photo 13) Hedge 52 on the north side of BW3, is mostly tall but this shows its far end, very gappy and virtually replaced by a fence. 

4: value 2 (photo 12)   Near the east end of Hedge, a long complete hawthorn hedge but too trim and too narrow to support much wildlife.

5: value 2 (photo 26) A trim hedge 210 by FP 21; the elms give it special interest
6: value 2 (photo 27) Hedge 210 by FP 21; well maintained elm with evidence of former hedge-laying.
7: value 2 (photo 19) This is hedge 93 on the south side of BW2, a typical post-enclosure farm hedge; although thick and well-maintained it produces few berries and has only modest value for birds etc.
8: value 2 (photo 21) Closer view of hedge 93; the part 200 m west of the A34 is interesting in that elm suckers contribute much to it.

9: value 3 (photos 14, 15)   Looking through the gaps towards Didcot power station; Hedge 38 is tall, about 4m, but gappy (value 3).
10: value 3 (photo 17) Hedge 38 is irregularly grown to 4 m and rich in hawthorn, blackthorn and elder, supporting wildlife.

11: value 4 (photos 8, 9) The South side at the SE end of hedge 51 to west of A34.   A well-grown hedge, rich in flowers and berries, good for wildlife.

12: value 4 (photos 10, 11) View near the middle of hedge 51 south of BW3.   It is rich in flowers and berries, good for wildlife and here has a fruiting pear tree.
13: value 5: (photo 29) hedge 210a, the row of tall lime trees, runs SE from High Street along FP 21.

14: value 3 (photo 18) The recent (1978?) plantings just west of the bridge over the A34, well grown in 2003 to 3m or more.   This part of hedge 55 shows a walnut, berries and supporting wildlife: it would be value 3 but here it is only a short section of a longer hedge of lower wildlife value, so a lower value is given to the hedge.

15: value 7 (photo 22)   View from the west of hedge 126, backing onto the shelterbelt close to Abingdon, a good wildlife habitat with some of Drayton’s tallest trees.

This one has aspens in the right half.
16: value 7 (photo 23)   Another view from the west of hedge 126, backing onto the tall shelterbelt close to Abingdon; this one has beech in the centre.
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15: value 7 (photo 22)   View from the west of hedge 126, backing onto the shelterbelt close to Abingdon, a good wildlife habitat with some of Drayton’s tallest trees.   This view has aspens in the right half.

16: value 7 (photo 23)   Another view from the west of hedge 126, backing onto the tall shelterbelt close to Abingdon; this one has beech in the centre.
